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Now that spring is (intermittently) with us, I can take my little boy for drives in my '62 Midget without feeling 
like I am scarring him for life.  When I ask him what his favourite car is he tells me "The red MG!".  When I 
ask him why it gets interesting: "Because it's got no seatbelts."  This is a kid who has been strapped in 
without fail from the day he hatched.  When he gets in a car, well, a normal car, he knows he has to "click 
on".  He always has, and it's never been a cause of complaint or argument.  Not once. 

The only thing that I can think of is that he enjoys the sense of something different, and that in his own small 
way he has latched onto the idea that classic cars are enjoyable precisely because they are old-fashioned.  
Whatever his reasons are, I'm not complaining.  I am hoping that he will "get it" as he gets older.  I'm pretty 
sure that my love of being windswept and interesting goes back to sitting on the shelf behind the seats of 
the paternal TC when I was about 5 years old. 

A Mk I Midget requires the kind of forethought that will be unfamiliar to drivers of larger engined cars.  It is 
possible to climb Tygerberg Hill on the N1 in fourth gear, if I remember to start my run-up just south of the 
Koeberg flyover, and as long as I do not have to brake or even lift off the gas for so much as a nano-
second.  When Einstein declared that energy can neither be created nor destroyed, I think he had some 
experience of my Midget's engine.  And brakes, come to think of it. 

When I was 5 years old, I knew that the TC was a sports car, and I think I knew that sports cars were 
special.  What I definitely recall being puzzled by was this: if we're the guys in the sports car, how come so 
many other cars are going past us?  I must remember to explain that to my boy.  Or maybe I don't.  I took 
him to one of his parties a few weeks back.  Oh, the life of hedonism that I lead!  When we were leaving he 
said "Dad, Dad...wait....I want that girl to see me in this car!" 

I think he gets it.  

And as spring is sprung, may you get it too!

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M.G. VETERANS TRIP TO PNIEL (27th Aug 2009) 
This is an edited version of a Beautiful article by Brodwyn 

 
Thirty five Veterans met at the N2 Engen One Stop on a beautiful crisp late winter’s morning and headed for 
Pniël which lies nestled between the towering Groot Drakenstein and the majestic Simonsig Mountains in 
the Dwars River Valley.    After a few hold-ups caused by the upgrade of the R310, we turned off for a short 
drive through the historic agri-village of Lanquedoc.   In 1898 Cecil John Rhodes commissioned Sir Herbert 
Baker to design a village for his farm workers in a simplified Cape Dutch style.   Over 100 houses, a church, 
a school and a house for the pastor were built and they still stand today along its avenue of oaks. Each 
cottage included half a morgen of garden for flowers and vegetables, and the keeping of two horses, two 
cows and pigs.    Sadly a number of the cottages have fallen into disrepair, but we were later heartened to 
hear that plans are afoot to restore much of the village. 
 
 We went back to Pniël where we were met at the 160 year of church by Mattie Cyster and Freddie 
Simpson.    This simple old church lies at the foot of the Simonsberg and is the heart of the community.    It 
is the place where residents gather to celebrate and worship, and on high days and holidays the harmonies 
of the church choir ring out across the valley.   We soon learnt that Mattie and Freddie, like most residents 
in Pniël,   can   trace  their  forefathers  back  to  the original freed slaves.      
Between these two doyens of the community we soon learnt just how closely the fabric of the area has 
become interwoven with its people since two local farmers donated the land to the freed slaves so they 
could set up a self-supporting mission station in 1842.   A church and school soon followed and the land 
was divided into 99 erven on which the emancipated slaves could build houses and develop vegetable and 
fruit gardens.   Many of us were surprised to learn of an old silver mine on the slopes of the mountain which 
dates back to the 1700’s.  This mine was a favourite playground of Mattie and his friends and he reminisced 
of his youth and the abandoned building known as the spookhuis, which needless to say, the children were 
terrified off. After an emotional rendition of the Pniël Town song, written and sung by Freddie we walked 
down to the Werf where we were to learn more about this fascinating area. 
The Werf was the gathering place for meetings, where people sold their produce and sought some shade to 
relax in.    It is also home to four monuments all signifying freedom in various guises. The oldest is the Ou 
Klokboom a giant oak from which the first church bell hung.    
 
 
This was an old slave bell and in its new role  
of summoning the inhabitants for church, may 
 well have conjured up some ominous images 
 in the minds of the recently freed slaves.    
Sadly the tree was badly damaged in a storm 
 in 1945 and was finally chopped down on 1970, 
 but a tribute to it was unveiled in 2003 at the 
 160-year celebrations of the settlement. 
 The bell itself, has place of honour on the Werf.
