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Unfortunately, work commitments kept me from the last General Meeting. For reasons apart from my
obvious bias as the owner of such a car, | was a little dismayed to receive reports of modern MG's being
regarded as "not real MG's". Of course this is very much the MG way: the A was originally looked down
upon by MG enthusiasts because it was a depature from the square rigger styling of the T type cars. The B
was looked down upon be owners of A's because it utilised monocoque construction instead of a separate
chassis and body. The 80's "Triple M" cars - Metro, Maestro and Montego were also dismissed out of hand
as "not real MG's", usually by people who had never driven them.

So it shouldn't come as a surprise that this attitude persists towards the K-series engined cars. After all, it's
traditional. The truth is that the K-series engined cars are an easy way for new enthusiasts to discover
MG's, and without new members, the classic car movement stops moving. The truth is that the latest
generation of MG's fits very well with the MG ethos of creating something that is rather more than the sum
of its parts. The K-series engine was originally conceived as a 1.4 litre power plant for a plastic bodied city
car. Inits later guise it provided a high specific power output, and as an all alloy engine, a high power to
weight ratio. It goes well, provides a good torque spread and even sounds good. The modern MG's add
good handling and - subjectively - attractive styling to that. As with everything in life: don't knock it til you've
tried it.

Plans for the 2010 Indaba are progressing well; remember that spaces are limited, so if you are intending to
take part, and have not yet booked your spot, you would be well advised to do so sooner rather than later.
