However, good
marketing is promoting sales of this yellow- to red-gueliciously sweet, seedless, crunchy fruit which has the ha;I
of an overgrown tomato. It reduces heart attacks, causdugbyblood pressure, and helps to heal mucousy coughs|
Our guide assured us that R9.99 was the price to pakgef the fruit which is now on Supermarket shelves far yo
delight! They are wonderful to eat with or without skansl can be added to fruit salad and stir fries. Theyoms kept
in the fridge before eating. For those of us familiathvé sweet persimmon we might think that is what Shiaroitis.
However, it isn't. This variety of Persimmon has high lesEbstringent, soluble tannins which are tart andduitb the
taste before ripening. Sweet persimmons have to hang treéiseuntil soft and absolutely ripe before harvesting,avhil
Sharon fruit is firm and unpalatable until it is trea@ with carbon dioxide in great sealed rooms after waglsorting
and packing. Until 2008 all Class 1 and 2 grades weqeorted in great quantities while SA is now able to blagsC2
fruit.

About 10 years ago Israeli horticulturalists came to f8#n the Sharon Valley to find a suitable area where Sharo
Fruit would grow well. They had changed one variety ofipersns to that with commercial value and called it Sharon|
Fruit after the valley. The Swellendam area became the chdaea fpr the farming venture with Israel owning 5
while the rest is SA owned. Sweet persimmons, whieh dp the trees, are grown in Stellenbosch, Piketberg | an
Wolseley
